Dynamite Investigation Doesn’t
Stop Construction Progress

for sorting and processing. In
addition, a 5,000-square-yard wharf
is being constructed to repair and
maintain vessels and support
equipment.

Specifically, crews have installed
more than 100 steel pipe piles and
filled them with concrete to sup-
port the future wharfs. Workers are
now excavating dirt and rock along
the shoreline to widen the Canal by
65 feet in this area, thus ensuring
that non-project vessels will be able
to navigate through the area when
barges are docked at the wharf.

The material coming out of the wharf

is being transported to an area along
the southern boundary of the site
where a large soil berm is being
constructed. The berm will provide
a buffer from facility operations and
noise to nearby neighbors. Once

the material is in place, it will be
vegetated to blend into the natural
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Investigators for EPA and the Army Corps
of Engineers inspect the area along the
Champlain Canal where old wooden
boxes of dynamite were unearthed.

landscape and to prevent generation
of dust.

With respect to the explosives
investigation, experts will revisit the
property briefly in the spring,

once the ground thaws, to inspect

a stockpile of previously-excavated
material that may contain pieces of
the wooden boxes and partial sticks
of dynamite. This area poses no threat
to those working in other areas of

the site.
